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Abstract

This research aimed: 1) to study the current situations, desired situations, and
levels of necessity of the participatory administration model using academic
administration strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin
Province, Surin Secondary Education Service Area; 2) to create the participatory
administration model using academic administration strategies to develop students’
quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education Service
Area; 3) to trial the participatory administration model using academic administration
strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin
Secondary Education Service Area; and 4) to assess the participatory administration
model using academic administration strategies to develop students’ quality at
Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education Service Area. The
research methods comprised the 4 following steps. Step 1: Studying the current
situations, desired situations, and levels of necessity used basic data, relevant
documents and researches, for creating the participatory administration model using
academic administration strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin
School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education Service Area, by using the
questionnaire to study the current situations, desired situations and levels of necessity
from the sampling groups of school administrators and teachers, consisting of 4 school
administrators by purposive sampling and 120 teachers, with a total of 124 persons; and
studied the relevant documents and researches by using the content analysis. Step 2:
Drafting the participatory administration model using academic administration strategies

to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary



Education Service Area used the data analysis and synthesis from the Step 1; then, the
draft of the participatory administration model using academic administration strategies
to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary
Education Service Area was assessed by group discussion of 9 educational experts for
propriety, feasibility and utility; besides, the propriety of the manual of the participatory
administration model using academic administration strategies to develop students’
quality was assessed by 5 educational experts. Step 3: Trialing the participatory
administration model using academic administration strategies to develop students’
quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education Service
Area comprised 5 strategies (10 projects), which the informants were school
administrators, teachers, committees of basic education school board, community
representatives and students. These school administrators, committees of basic
education school board and community representatives were sampled by purposive
sampling, comprising 4 school administrators, and 30 committees of basic education
school board and community representatives. Besides, teachers and students were
sampled using the table of Krejci and Morgan with stratified sampling, comprising 120
teachers and 580 students. Step 4: Assessing the participatory administration model
using academic administration strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin
School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education Service Area used the tools for
collecting the data as the need assessment form, opinion assessment form, and
satisfaction form. The statistics used to analyze the data were mean, standard deviation
and content analysis.

Research results were found as the followings.

1. The results of the study of the current situations, desired situations,
and levels of necessity of the participatory administration model using academic
administration strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin
Province, Surin Secondary Education Service Area were found that the overall current
situation was at low level, and the overall desired situation was at highest level. The
guidelines to develop the participatory administration model using academic

administration strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin



Province, Surin Secondary Education Service Area comprised 5 strategies: 1) the
development of qualitative administration system; 2) the development and usage of
educational technologies by cooperating among educational institutions and
communities for supporting resources and learning sources; 3) the development of the
qualities of teachers and students; 4) the development of the qualities of supervision,
monitoring and evaluating activities; and 5) the development of the assessment system
of administration model.

2. The results of the creation of the participatory administration model
using academic administration strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin
School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education Service Area were composed of 5
components: 1) the development of qualitative administration system comprising 2
indicators and 2 projects; 2) the development and usage of educational technologies by
cooperating among educational institutions and communities for supporting resources
and learning sources comprising 2 indicators and 2 projects; 3) the development of the
qualities of teachers and students comprising 2 indicators and 2 projects; 4) the
development of the qualities of supervision, monitoring and evaluating activities
comprising 2 indicators and 2 projects; and 5) the development of the assessment
system of administration model comprising 2 indicators and 2 projects. The assessment
results of propriety and feasibility of the model were overall at highest level, and the
assessment result of propriety of the manual was overall at highest level.

3. The results of the trial the participatory administration model using
academic administration strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin
School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education Service Area were found that the
school administrators and teachers, the committees of basic education school board
and the community representatives reflecting the implementation of the participatory
administration model using academic administration strategies to develop students’
quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education Service
Area with the total of 10 projects were successful in overall at high level.

4. The results of the assessment of the participatory administration model

using academic administration strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin



School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education Service Area were found as the
followings.

4.1 The comparison results of students’ opinions after trialing the
participatory administration model using academic administration strategies to develop
students’ quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary Education
Service Area were averaged at high level, which was higher than the average value
before using the participatory administration model using academic administration
strategies to develop students’ quality with statistically significant level at 0.05.

4.2 Prizes of students, teachers, school administrators and schools
were awarded after using the participatory administration model using academic
administration strategies to develop students’ quality with a total of 74 prizes, which
were passed the criteria of 20 prizes. The prizes were 25 more when compared to the
prize quantity in 2023, which can be concluded that this was passed the criteria.

4.3 The results of self-assessment of students who participated in the
assessment project in the Strategies 1 and 5 were found that the students’ quality
participating in the trial project of the participatory administration model using academic
administration strategies to develop students’ quality including the learning
management process was overall at high level.

4.4 The results of satisfaction in implementation of participants in using
the participatory administration model using academic administration strategies to
develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin Secondary
Education Service Area according to the Strategies 1 and 5 of the school administrators
and teachers, the committees of basic education school board, the community
representatives, and the students, were satisfied in the implementation results according
to the trial of the participatory administration model using academic administration
strategies to develop students’ quality at Weerawatyothin School, Surin Province, Surin

Secondary Education Service Area in overall at high level.
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
